Series 1, co-presented by The Human Race and Victoria 
Theatre Association will bring you high comedy, 
sophisticated drama and gymnastic singing, while Series 
2, presented by The Human Race independently, runs the 
literary gamut from Shakespeare to Dr. Seuss with a stop 
along the way for sparkling debate.
  
òThe 2005-2006 season is another example of the great 
theatre that can be produced in the ÿexible space offered 
by The Loft,ó commented Victoria Theatre Association 
Interim President Dione Kennedy.  òMonths of meetings 
have þnally culminated in another fantastic lineup.  We 
enjoy the collaborative process and the excitement that 
comes from working with our colleagues at The Human 
Race.ó  òAnd the diversity of chosen productions creates 
a six-show spectrum that will keep audiences buzzing all 
season long,ó adds Human Race Artistic Director Marsha 
Hanna. 

The season begins with the Series 1 
show, The Nerd, playing September 
15 ð October 2, 2005.  Written by Larry 
Shue, author of the recent Broadway 
hit, The Foreigner, The Nerd is the 

hilarious story of the dreaded òhouseguest from hell.ó  An 
aspiring young architect, Willum Cubbert, has it all - a 
promising career, devoted friends, even, maybe, a serious 
girlfriend.  Willum is delighted when Rick Steadman, a 
fellow ex-GI who saved his life, shows up unexpectedly at 
his 34th birthday party.  However, his delight soon fades as 
it becomes apparent Rick is a hopelessly annoying ònerdó 
who has no intention of leaving!  Rickõs prolonged presence 
leads to one uproarious incident after another, until Willum 
is forced to out-nerd the king of the nerds.

The Series 2 lineup gets 
underway with Michael Fraynõs 
Tony Award-winning drama, 

Copenhagen, playing October 20 ð November 6, 2005.  
In 1941, Werner Heisenberg, the leading scientist in Nazi 
Germanyõs nuclear þssion program, made a clandestine trip 
to visit his long-time friend, the brilliant Danish physicist, 
Niels Bohr.  The reason for Heisenbergõs visit and what 
the two men discussed have been a matter of intrigue 
and speculation for decades.  Frayn brilliantly proposes 
one possible scenario that asks, òJust because you can do 
something, does that mean you should?ó  Time pushes the 
discussion and the future becomes history. 

Series 2 continues with the 
òlose-your-bluesical, loosey-
gooseical lollapaloozicaló 
musical, Seussical, playing 

December 1 ð 18, 2005.  A family-friendly alternative 
to traditional holiday shows, Seussical is guaranteed fun 
and adventure for kids ages 8 to 108!  Welcome to a world 
where anythingõs possible ð an elephant in a tree, a person 
too tiny to see, a heroic child and dreams running wild.  
Tony Award winners Lynn Ahrens and Stephen Flaherty, 
the team behind such hits as Ragtime, My Favorite Year 
and Schoolhouse Rock, bring Dr. Seussõs most beloved 
characters to life in this whimsical delight for the whole 
family.  When chaos erupts in the Jungle of Nool, it will 
take the Cat in the Hat, Horton the Elephant, the Whos of 
Whoville, Gertrude McFuzz and a gaggle of characters to 
bring harmony back to their world.

Written by the Cincinnati team of Janet Yates Vogt and 
Mark Friedman, Green Gables is a glorious musical 
adaptation of the popular book ð called a òheartwarming 
family showó by the Dayton Daily News during the 2003 
workshop.  Directed by Human Race Executive Director 
Kevin Moore, who has staged three workshops of the 
show, the cast of 19 also includes resident artists Patricia 
Linhart and Scott Stoney as the sister and brother who 
adopt Anne.  Other local performers include Kay Bosse, 
Nick Verina, Rene® Franck-Reed, Erin Elizabeth Ulman, 
Laura Butler, Emily Carroll, Aaron Vega, Greg Howard, JJ 
Tiemeyer, Kevin Zepf, Bill Zimmerman and Jamie Cordes;

on a remote island with his young daughter, Miranda, after 
being exiled by his treacherous brother, Antonio.  Prospero 
sees his chance for revenge when a storm shipwrecks his 
brother, along with the king of Naples, on the island.  As 
Miranda and the kingõs son fall madly in love, Prospero 
uses his wizardry to create the perfect mixture of comedy, 
romance and politics.  Considered to be the most poetic 
and magical of Shakespeareõs comedies, it is also his last 
known play ð his farewell to theatre!

The arrival of spring delivers 
the Series 1 production of A 
Delicate Balance, playing 

March 23 ð April 9, 2006.  Edward Albeeõs Pulitzer Prize 
winner is a caustically funny and moving exploration of 
the bonds of friendship and family in a threatening world.  
Agnes and Tobias, a comfortable middle-aged couple, 
are engaged in a battle of wits with sister Claire, a self-
professed drunk, and daughter Julia, home after her fourth 
failed marriage.  Their equilibrium is further jeopardized 
by the sudden arrival of their best friends, Edna and Harry, 
seeking refuge.  A two-time Tony Award winner, in 1966 
and for the revival in 1996, A Delicate Balance speaks to 
our most intimate hopes and fears.

The Loft stage will be rocking 
next summer as Series 1 wraps 
up with the vocal-acrobatic 

extravaganza that is Toxic Audio, performing June 6 
ð 25, 2006, in a theatrical event like no other.  The Drama 
Desk Award-winning group Toxic Audio is an explosion 
of vocal pyrotechnics, rhythm and comedy, where the 
human voice is every instrument in the band.  Itõs 90 
minutes of mind-blowing harmonies, and the audience is 
along for the ride.  This musical amalgam of þve gifted, 
single-minded performers collectively form a living juke 
box that spins out ð by hairpin turns ð the greatest hits of 
rock, jazz, disco, oldies and even television.  Sing along 
with your favorites from The Beatles, Ben E. King, Paul 
Simon and Michael Jackson.  Victoria Theatre Association 
and The Human Race snapped them up to perform here in 
Dayton, just as theyõre about to launch their world tour.  
If youõre a fan of Stomp, Bobbie McFerrin or Manhattan

The last two shows on The Humana Loft Series are both 
critically acclaimed new scripts that will be Dayton 
premieres featuring a great mixture of local and national 
artists.

The Retreat from Moscow is not about Napoleon, although 
they do talk about him.  Rather, this father, mother and 
son are marching together through the cold battleþeld of a 
33-year marriage under siege.  All three are ready to shoot 
blame like ÿame-throwers, throw anger like grenades 
and fall on their own swords of guilt, however, they do 
it with wit and aplomb.  Playwright William Nicholson, 
a writer on the þlm Gladiator, premiered this work on 
Broadway in 2003 with John Lithgow and Eileen Atkins 
and is remembered for his sensitive play and screenplay 
Shadowlands.

The Retreat from Moscow is directed by Margarett Perry, 
a New York director afþliated with The Lark Theatre.  She 
has selected resident artist Scott Stoney to appear with 
Chicagoan Kate Young and Mark Boyett from New York.  
Our two guest artists, both trained Ivy Leaguers, have 
appeared in cities coast to coast including Boston, Denver, 
Dallas, Pittsburgh, Cleveland and Milwaukee.  Staged on 
an all-white setting designed by David Centers and with 
original music composed by Sean Michael Flowers, this 
promises to be a world-class production.

The Underpants will welcome back director Joe Deer, 
professor at Wright State.  Joe previously directed Picasso 
at the Lapin Agile in 1998, and we are delighted to have 
him return to direct our new Steve Martin adaptation.  This 
hilarious farce will kick off summer and feature the talents 
of resident artist Tim Lile and Brian McKnight (The Dazzle 
and Crimes of the Heart).

Directions
Brown bacon, remove and drain. Brown chicken, remove and drain. Saut® 
vegetables. Add frozen apples and simmer until thawed. Heat broth in soup 
pot; add tomatoes and liquid, spices, vegetables and chicken. Simmer 40 
minutes; remove chicken; bone and dice. Remove bay leaf and cloves. 
Simmer meat in soup at least 20 minutes. Thicken with ÿour dissolved in 
1/3 cup cold water. Just before serving, add half-and-half and heat through. 
DO NOT BOIL. Garnish with parsley.

This semester, Marilyn is doing a variety of theatre residencies around town.  Her newest group of acting students are 
ninth and tenth graders at the Dayton Early College Academy. DECA targets students who would be þrst-generation 
college students with great academic potential.  Students are predominantly minority and low-income students who 
design their own personal learning plan.  Eighteen of these promising students are now including theatre in their plans!  
 
In March, she is initiating a series of teacher in-service visits with Tipp City elementary and middle schools.  The goal 
of the workshops is to give the teachers conþdence in using drama techniques to teach curriculum content areas.  In 
April, she will be back at Titus Elementary School in Huber Heights working with the gifted SOAR students.  She 
will be integrating theatre skills with their current curriculum studies and helping them stage their spring performance.  
 
Marilyn continues her þve-year artist in residency at Dominion Academy.  Last semester, she taught a Shakespeare Theatre 
course which culminated in a production of the comedy Much Ado About Nothing.  This semester, she is teaching two courses 
there:  òWriting the One-Act Playó and ò Play Production,ó which will culminate in a May production of the play Stuart Little.
